We continued our focus on regulatory reform and published 
a briefing (just after year-end) for stakeholders on the latest 
government consultation on bringing Anaesthesia and 
Physician Associates into regulation.

We published our first EDI action plan in April 2022. 

As part of our ongoing commitment to our EDI work, we 
appointed an Associate Board member in May 2022 aimed at 
enhancing the diversity of our Board. Just after the year end we 
also published details of our updated requirements for 
regulators to meet our EDI Standard as well as our plans to 
introduce a new EDI Standard for Accredited Registers.

We have also threaded EDI throughout our new three-year 
strategic plan,  especially as part of objective 2 - 'to make 
regulation better and fairer for all'.
